731	food	hampers	were	distributed	to	1,539		people	which	included	231	seniors	
and	531	children.	193	emergency	hampers	were	distributed	to	those	who	had	
already	received	a	hamper.	There	were	58	new	families	or	individuals	using	BTH	
for	the	first	time.
